Attendance

Homework/Extended Projects

All assignments will be assigned class time to be completed.  However, any assignment not finished during class time will be due the next school day at the beginning of class.  

Grades & Housekeeping

Students should expect to be quizzed or tested at the completion of each unit.  Quizzes will be returned within two school days.  There will be a comprehensive post-test and final exam at the end of the semester.    

Make-up Work & Tests
Students will have one school day to make-up an assignment for each day of excused absence.  Students will have two school days to make-up a test or quiz for each day of excused absence.    Students will be notified of the exact cut-off date for any recent late work to be accepted at the end of each grading period.

Tardiness
You are expected to be in class when the bell rings.  Students who arrive late to class without a pass will be allowed up to 3 tardy warnings before each consecutive tardy is written up.  Students should expect to receive In-School Suspensions after 3 tardy warnings.  
Insubordination/Classroom Rules

Insubordination will not be tolerated.  All students deserve a classroom that is conducive of learning in a non-distracting environment.  Failure to follow posted classroom rules or teacher instructions will, at a minimum, result in contact made with parents, and/or issued an ASR or office referral.   

Hall Passes
Students must sign-out to leave the classroom for any reason after asking the teacher for permission.  Excessive time spent out of the classroom will result in a cut and future hall pass privileges revoked.   

Extra Help
Extra help is available before school and after school in room 149.  Please see me or notify me by email if you are planning to come in for extra help so that I can make any necessary arrangements.

Electronic Devices
Electronic devices will be used in class on occasion.  However, electronic devices may NOT be used when the teacher is lecturing or giving instructions to the class.  Your full attention is expected when the teacher is speaking.  Bonus points will be lost for excessive unapproved cell phone usage.

Cheating

A student who cheats by copying another student’s assignment, quiz, or test will not receive credit for the assignment.  A student who permits another student to copy their work will not receive credit for that assignment as well.  Continuous cheating at a minimum will result in a student failing the quarter or the entire course based upon severity of the situation.
